Created in 1913 on the slopes of Table 
Mountain to preserve and promote the 
vast Southern Africa flora, was the first 
garden in the world totally dedicated to 
indigenous vegetation. The fynbos, the 
characteristic vegetation of the Cape 
region or the strelizia regina (also 
known as Mandela Gold), are some of 
the attractions.
