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HOT AIR BALLOON SAFARI

There are several ways to explore South Africa,
but a hot-air balloon safari is surely the most
scenic and relaxing method. They are suitable
for anyone older than seven (minimum height
1.2 m) with the oldest passenger so far being
92. Passengers need to be fit enough to stand
for at least one hour, the average duration of a
balloon safari. A minimum of four passengers

is required per safari.
